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Abstract

I participated in the First Dental Clinical Exchange Program Japanese/American Dental
Anesthesiology (DCEP) held from June 28, 1998 to July 1 at Ohio State University (OSU)
Faculty of Dentistry (Sponsor : Dr. Joel M. Weaver, D. D. S., Ph. D., OSU Faculty of Dentistry,
associate professor, and chief of dental anesthesiology). The purpose of this program is to
study dental anesthesia of the United States, observing the current state to evaluate clinical
developments for the future. Six dental anesthesiologists participated from Japan, including
the president of the Japanese Dental Society of Anesthesiology, Yuzuru Kaneko (professor of
Tokyo Dental College) and me. We attended clinical lectures, presented our own research
under the theme of pain, and saw four cases of outpatient general anesthesia and two pain clinic
cases in the outpatient dental operating room. Many kinds of cases (invasive oral surgery etc.)
were treated without hospitalization. With stress free anesthesia and operatioh, and the well
trained team, medical treatment by the dental anesthesiologist and oral surgeon without any
- exchange of words during the treatment was possible in outpatient surgery. Such dental
ambulatory general anesthesia would be possible also here with training and practice. The
experience-on this DCEP left me with a strong impression of the direction and basis of dental

anesthesia of the future.
